Audience

A crowd or group of 

people brought 

together to watch a 

performance.



Auditorium

A large building or a 

part of a building 

used for public 

gatherings and 

performances.



Costume

A set of clothes worn 

by an actor or 

performer for a 

particular role 

[character].



Dress Rehearsal

A final practice run 

of a “live show” in 

which everything is 

done as it would be 

in a real 

performance.



Lines [Dialogue] 

Conversation 

between TWO or 

MORE people as a 

feature of a book, 

play, television show, 

or film.



Play

A story 

performed by 

actors on a stage.



Script

A play, 

television 

show, or film in 

its written 

form.



Stage

A raised platform 

where actors, 

entertainers, or 

speakers perform.



Stage Fright

Nervousness before 

or during a 

performance in front 

of an audience. 





Symptoms of 
Stage Fright

★ Sense of Dread
★ Shaky
★ Feel Faint
★ Choking
★ Rapid Heart Beat
★ Wobbly Legs
★ Upset Stomach
★ Nausea
★ Vomiting
